1. ELA:  This week, we will read a story set in Columbia called Los Abuelos, Two Great Minds. Students 

will learn many Spanish words during our story, making our read extra fun! 


2. Math: This week, students will continue learning about double digit multiplication.  Students will  keep 
practicing two digit by two digit multiplication using regrouping and explore different strategies as the 
week goes on.
